The North Carolina English Teachers Association presents the Outstanding Student Teacher Award each year in honor of Professor Collett Dilworth, a long-time teacher educator and founding member of NCETA.  Please consider submitting a student nominee for this award.

A nominee for the Outstanding Student Teacher Award must:

· Have completed an internship during the current school year, either fall or spring, in grades 8-12;
· Be nominated by an English Educator (either College/University Supervisor or Cooperating Teacher);
· Submit application materials electronically by June 30.
Application and Award Process:

1. Information is sent each fall to all IHEs that offer English Education; information is also available to all NCETA members.
2. English Educators (either College/University Supervisor or Cooperating Teacher) may nominate a student teacher from grades 8-12 for the award.  To nominate a student teacher, email his/her name and contact information to Julie Malcolm.
3.  Nominees submit the following application materials to the Awards Chair by June 30:

a) Cover letter

b) Resume

c) Letter of support from College/University Supervisor
d) Letter of support from  Cooperating Teacher
e) A digital video recording of an English lesson (optional)
f) A digital video recording of responses to the interview questions listed below

4. The Award Committee consists of the past year’s Outstanding Student Teacher Award recipient, the NCETA Vice President, and the College/Universities Directors.

5. The student award recipient, the recipient’s College/University Supervisor, the recipient’s Cooperating Teacher, and the Conference Director will be notified by August 1.

6. The Award is presented on Friday at the NCETA Conference.

Interview Questions:

1. Why have you chosen to become an English teacher?

2. Describe a lesson you taught this year that did not meet your expectations and explain how you restructured it so that it was a more effective lesson.
3. What did you find to be the most challenging aspect of student teaching, and how did you respond to this challenge?

4. What specific steps do you take to create a classroom environment that promotes student learning?

5. Research tells us that too many students are not reading or being challenged to read in their secondary English classes.  What can English teachers do to encourage students to become readers?

6. A strong English language arts curriculum emphasizes writing as well as reading.  Describe your approach to the teaching of writing and explain why you have chosen this approach.  
7. What have you learned from your student teaching experience that will most influence the ways in which you teach English?
